Luke 1:8-9 “8Now it came about, while he was performing his priestly service before God in
the appointed order of his division, ?according to the custom of the priestly office, he was
chosen by lot to enter the temple of the Lord and burn incense.”

Proverbs 16:33 “The lot is cast into the lap, but its every decision is from the Lord.”

C. Zacharias’ Response (Luke 1:18-23)

Luke 118 “And Zacharias said to the angel, ‘How shall | know this for certain? For | am an old
man, and my wife is advanced in years.”

Luke 1:19 “And the angel answered and said to him, ‘I am Gabriel, who stands in the presence of
God; and | have been sent to speak to you, and to bring you this good news.”

Luke 1:20 “*And behold, you shall be silent and unable to speak until the day when these things
take place, because you did not believe my words, which shall be fulfilled in their proper time.”

Luke 1:21 “And the people were waiting for Zacharias, and were wondering at his delay in the temple.”

had seen a vision in the temple; and he kept making signs to them, and remained mute. 2 And it
came about, when the days of his priestly service were ended, that he went back home.”

Luke 1:24-25 “24 And after these days Elizabeth his wife became pregnant; and she kept herself
in seclusion for five months, saying, 2°‘This is the way the Lord has dealt with me in the days
when He looked with favor upon me, to take away my disgrace among men.”

Luke 1:57-64 “>’Now the time had come for Elizabeth to give birth, and she brought forth a
son. 2 And her neighbors and her relatives heard that the Lord had displayed His great mercy
toward her; and they were rejoicing with her. °° And it came about on the eighth day they came
to circumcise the child, and they were going to call him Zacharias, after his father. 6© And his
mother answered and said, ‘No indeed; but he shall be called John.” ¢ And they said to her,
‘There is no one among your relatives who is called by that name.” % And they made signs to
his father, as to what he wanted him called.” % And he asked for a tablet and wrote as follows,
‘His name is John.” And they were all astonished. % And at once his mouth was opened and his
tongue loosed, and he began to speak in praise of God.”
